IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

Reud dll instructions before using this dehumidifier. To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to per-
sons when using your dehumidifier follow basic safety precautions, including the following:
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1) After transporting the appliance, wait 1 hour before using it.

2) Do nhot store or use gusoline, oil, sulphur or other flummable vapors uand liquids in the vicinity of
this or uny other uppliunce. Do nhot instull the uppliunce heur source of heut. Reud product lubels
carefully. Common sehse und cuution must be used when installing, operating and maintaining any
appliance.

3) This uppliance must be used by adults only. Do not dllow children to play with the uppliance. Do hot
leave children unattended in un ureu where the uppliance is operating. Do hot dllow them to
sit or stand on the gppliance.

4) This uppliunce is desighed to dehumidify domestic living areus, and must hot be used for other
purposes. It must be operated in an encolsed dreu to be most effective. Close dll doors,
windows, und other outside openinys to the room.

5) The uppliunce Must not be modified in any way, us any Mmodifications May be extremely dangerous.
6) Do hot operate any appliunce with a damaged cord or pluyg or after the appliance malfunctions, or
has been dumaged in any manner. Returh appliance to the heurest authorized service facility for

examination, repuir or adjustment,

7) The use of uccessory attauchments is not reccommended by the uppliance manufacturer. It may
cuause injuries.

8) Do hot use outdoors.

9) For your sufety and protection, this dehumidifier is equipped with a three prong grounding plug on the
power cord. Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove the round grounding prong from the plug.

10) Your dehumidifier must plug directly intfo a properly grounded und polarized three-pronyg outlet,
If the wall outlet will hot accept u three prong pluy, or if you dre not sure the outlet is adequately
grounded or protected by d time delay fuse or circuit bredker, have u gudlified electriciun install the
proper outlet. Do not use an extention cord or an adapter plug.

11) Never unpluy the dehumidifier by pulling on the power cord. Always grip the pluy firmly and pull
straight out from the outlet. Do nhot pinch, bend, or knot the power cord.

12) Always remove the pluy from the socket before performing cleaning or maintenance operations
and when not in use.

13) Do hot pluce heavy or hot objects on the top of the appliance.

14) Cleun the uir filter ut leust once u week.

15) The dppliunce must always remain upright or luid oh one side during fransportation. Remember to
drain the tunk before tfransporting the dppliunce.

To turn the uppliunce completely off, remo-
ve the pluy from the outlet.
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Room temperature button

Press this button to displuy the Temperature on the LCD displuy. If you press the button once

the display will show the °F . If you press the button twice, the display will show the tempe-
rature in °C. After few seconds, the display will automaticdlly show the humidity level.

FAN speed button

Press this button to select the Fun Speed (High, Medium, Low).

Decreqse or increase Humidity Level/ Time buttons ® G

These buttons ure used to udjust the desired humidity level, with 5% increments; they ure
dlso used to set the timer.

From 0-10 the hours increuse by 30 min. und from 10-24 the hours increuse by 1 hour increments,

TIMER button ©

With the appliuhce switched ON, if you press the TIMER button the display will show the
hours ufter which you wunt the appliance to switch OFF (1-2-3... hours ).

With the appliance in the STAND-BY position, if you press the TIMER button the display will
show the hours ufter which you want the appliance to switch ON (1-2-3... hours ).

MODE button

Press this button to select the Fan only or Dehumidifier modes.

TURBO POWER button
Use this bufton to uctivate the “turbo power” function. In this mode, the dppliunce will

operute ut muximum fun speed und in continuous Mode. If pressed aguin, the unit will
revert buck to previous settings.

PUMP button (only on pump models)

Use this button to activate the heavy-duty pump system for active drainage.

ON light

When the STAND-BY button is pressed to start the unit, the ON light will come on automati-
cdlly. The light will go off agdin when the unit is switched off.
NOTE: After u power outuyge, the unit will not switch itself on again automatically. When the

power supply hus been reestablished, pleuse press the STAND-BY button to start the unit
again,

TANK Warning light

If the water tank is full, improperly positioned or missing, the tfunk warning light will start
blinking.
An dlarm will sound until the tank is either emptied or correctly positioned info place.

DEFROSTING light

With an umbient temperuture of less than 15°C, (69°F) the appliunce performs defrosting
cycles.

While the uppliunce is defrosting, the defrosting light comes on und remains on until defro-
stiny is completed.

During the defrosting cycle only the followiny 4 keys dre uctive:
pump button, stand-by button, tfemperdature button, timer button.

PUMP light (only on some models)

Once the pump button is pressed the pump light will switch on.
If the pump light flashes it medns that the pump is not functioning properly.



Instalfation Tnstructions
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. Allow dt leust 12 inches (30cm) of spuce on dll sides of the unit for yood uir circulation.,

2. Instdll your dehumidifier on a floor, tuble, or shelf. When instulling the unit on d tuble or shelf,
muke sure the table or shelf is strony enouyh to support the weight of the unit with u full
bucket.

Note: The dehumidifier needs to be secured when installed on d tuble or u shelf.

Do hot sit or stand on the dehumidifier.

The tank must be projperly positioned.

Custor wheels let you move the dehumidifier eusily.
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Choosing the proper location for the unit
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1. Use the unit in u busement to help prevent moisture dumage.

2. Use the unit in cookiny, laundry, bathing, und dishwushing areus that have excessive moi-
sture.

3. Use the unit to prevent moisture dumuye unywhere books or vuluubles dre stored.

4. Place the unit where you want to have comfortable conditions.

A) Empty the tank manually.
When the funk is full, remove (fig.1) und
empty it info a sink.

B) Continuous draining.

Condenhsed wuter cun be druined via d hose

cohnected to the outlet locuted in the lower

part of the tank proceedinyg in the followiny
way:

1. remove the water tank.

2. Using a 5 mm drill bit, (0.2 inches) drill u hole
in the buse of the tunk dlony the torus us
shown in figure 2.

3. Connhect u hose to the hose connector (fig.
3). Be sure the hose does not kink or bend.
Mdake sure thut the hose is not higher than the
hose connection (see figure 4).

NOTE: When you remove the rubber cup
keep it in u sufe pluce in cuse you wunt
drain into the fank.

C) Continuous draining using the pump

(only on pump models)
The exclusive heuvy-duty pump system dllows
water removal of up to 13.12 feet (4dm) in height.
If you want the water to flow directly to a drain,
conhect the condensution discharge tube sup-
plied to the connection pipe locuted on the
lower purt of the unit (Fig. 5).
Select the dehumidifying function and press the
PUMP button.

Note: With the condensution discharge hose
missing und the pump switched ON, the pump
light will start blinking. To eliminate this problem:
eCheck the hose is correctly positioned;
eDisconnect und reconnect the uppliunce.

Selecting t

Stand-by position

Once the power outlet is plugged in, the display will show on the left side the deyree of humi-
dity you wuant to reach (the default data is 60) and on the right side the display will show (for
u minute) two dots, followed by the room humidity level.

How to Select the Desired Humidity Level

1) Push the stund-by button.

2) Press the @ @ button to set the desired humidty level. (30% meuns  dry environment,
80% < humid environment).

3) Push the MODE button to choose the dehumidifying function; the function is selected when
the smull dot on the display is under the @ symbol).

4) When the appliance reaches the humidity set point the appliance will automaticdlly stop
working. As soon us the humidity increuses ubove the set point, the appliance will auto-
muatically resume dehumidification operation.

Note: The appliance is equipped with a safety device. The appliance only works after 3 minu-
tes from the last time it was turned off.

How to use the FAN function

1) Push the stund-by button.

2) Push the MODE button to choose the FAN funhction; the function is selected when the smuall
dot on the display is under the * symbol).

3) Press the * button to modify the ventilution speed (Min/med/mux).

Turbo power

1) Press the @ button.

2) The turbo power function is un automatic dehumidification function that is used when you
wish to operute the uppliance at maximum power. When in this mode, the display will show
on the left side (two dots) und on the right side the room humidity present.

To stop the turbo power function, simply press the (.5 button aguin.

How to program the delayed start function: From the OFF Position

1) With the unit OFF, press the (O button und use the (+) (=) button to set the number of
hours ufter which the appliunce should start functioning.

2) On the left side the display will show the humber of hours ufter which the uppliunce should
start the operation (1-24h) und a small dot under the @ symbol indicutes that the fimer
function hus been selected.

3) When the selected fime is reached, the appliance will start working.
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Selecting the operations

How to Program the delayed stop function: From the ON Position

1) Press the (D button und use the @ @ button fo set the number of hours ufter which the

uppliance should stop functioning.
2) The left side the display will show the humber of hours ufter which the appliance should stop

the operution (1-24h) und u smull dot under the @ symbol indicutes thut the timer func-

fion hus been selected.
3) When the selected fime is reached, the appliance will stop working.

Cleaning the Front Panel and Cabinet

e Using u soft cloth, cleun the front punel und cubinet with warm water and d mild soup or
detergent. NOTE: Never sprinkle water intfo the appliance in order to prevent risk of short-
circuit und fire.

e Never use gusoline, thinner or any other similar chemiculs for cleuning.

e Do not use bleuch or ubrusives.

Cleqning the Air Filter

If the filter is dirty, dir circulation is compromised und the efficiency of the dehumidifying

decreuses. It is therefore good pructice to cleun the filter af regular intervals. The frequency

depends on the durution und conditions of operaution.

¢ To remove the dir filter, pull it out (Fig. 6).

¢ Use u vacuum cleuner to remove dust uccumulutions from
the filter. If the filter is very dirty, wash in warm water und
rinse severdl times.

o Affer wushing the filter, dllow it to dry completely before
replacing it
