Installation

Before cannecting the appliance to the main outler, check that the transparent " Slide
hose inside the tank is correctly fostened (see Fig.1). e

Pluca the dehumidifier in a suitable paosition, a _
haltway or landing are generally good sites Ut

The appliance must be positioned so that the air intake and air outlet grills are at least 20
inches away from any wall or cbstacke to ensure adequate ventilation.
Condensate con be drained in one of two ways:

A

A) Dischurga into the tank

Your unit is supplied with a tank, which is positioned on the left side

(Fig. 2) of the unit to accumulate water remaoved from the air

The condensate ganarated by the dehumidifier can be discharged

directly into the tank. The tank is easy fo exfract when it needs to be

emptied without spilling

MNote: make sure the tank is in position and the pump switch s in the
OFF position.

IMPORANT: The water collected is not drinkable. Flease throw it away.

B) Diraci draining

The exciusive Condansation Removal System, allow you to use a hose that extends 16 feet
(4.9 m) in height 1o drain the water. If you want the water to flow directly fo a drain, connect
the condensafion discharge tube supplied to the connection pipe located on the lower part
of the unit (Fig.3-4). Tumn then the pump switch to ON

Selecting-operating modes

Huw to dehumidify

1. Plug the appliance into the power outlet. The "POWER ON" ight will llurnindate.

2. Chack that the "TANK ON light is OFF.

3. Tumn Ihe humidistat control dial to the desired ronge or to "CONTINUOUS™ for continuous
operation. The Dehumidifying lght will turn on.

4. In order to switch off the appliance, tum the humidistat counter clockwisa to the end and
unplug from the power outiet,

If you want to discharge the condensate directly into the tank, please check the pump

switch is OFF

When the humidity in the room has reached the reguired level, siowly turn the humidistat knob
anticlockwise until the dehumidifying light goes out. The dehumidifier will then keep the
hurnidity in the room at the salected level automatically.

Note: When dehumidifying, the appliance nat only dehumidifies but also sightly warms the Qir
{2-4%F /1-2°C hotter than room fempenature)

On-ﬂruﬂng conditions

A dehumidifier will not operate satisfactory if room tempesature is 44.6°F (7°C) or lower, or if
the humidity in the reom is low. Under these conditons, the dehumidifier should be turned off,

TIP: It may be helpful to use a dehumidifier in the kitchen or laundry area where the humidity is
high. Reducing humidity in these areas may reduce condence on windows in other parts of the
house,
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Cleaning/Warnings

M aintenance

Always remove the plug from the power cutlet before performing any cleaning or
maintenance operations.

At the end of the season, fo prevent the formation of stagnant
water or dirf residues. the condensation discharge tank A must A
be drained (ig. &) B 1
1. To eliminote the residual water, remove the hose B and

amply the contents of the tank into o container. beaing

canaful not to weat unwanted areaqs,
2. Replace the hose by pushing it upwards, into the comact

position.

» Clean the gpplionce using a damp cloth then diry with a diry cloth.

« Newver use alcohol or solvents to clean the applionce.

 Never spray the applance with insecticides. These could cause the paint to floke or plastic parts
to warp

Cleuning the air filter

If the filter ks dirty, alr circulation is compromised and the efficiency of the dehumidifying and air

purifying functions decreases. Therefore we suggest you to cleaned the filtter at reguiar

intervals. The frequency depends on the duration and conditions of operation. If the unit is used

constantly or systematically. you are recommended to clean the filter once o week.

* To remove the air filter, extract by puling it as shown in fig. &

* Use a vacuum cleaner to remove dust accumulations from
thi filtter. If the filter is very dirty, wash in warm water and rinse
savaral times. The fempeiature of the water shoulkd not
excead 104°F (40°C). After washing the filter, allow to dry
completely before putting it bock in the opplionce.

lf the appliance is not used for long periods

» Unplug from the mains cutiet and empty the fank.

« Clean and reposition the fitter.

o In grder fo protect the applionce, cover it with O plashc
bag.
